1. All admissions to BDS/MDS course within the respective categories shall be based 

solely on marks obtained in the National Eligibility - cum - Entrance Test.

2. To be eligible for admission to BDS Course, (a candidate must have passed in the 

subjects of Physics, Chemistry, Biology/Biotechnology and English individually and 

must have obtained a minimum of 50% marks taken together in Physics, Chemistry 

and Biology/ Biotechnology at the qualifying examination come in the merit list of 

"NEET-UG" ) and for MDS course (a candidate must have passed BDS from recognized 

DCI institute and  qualifying examination come in the merit list of "NEET-PG").

3. An online counselling for Eligible candidates will be organized by Directorate of 

Medical Education, Madhya Pradesh through www.dme.mponline.gov.in. Aspirant 

candidates have to follow the procedure laid down by Directorate of Medical 

Education, Bhopal, Madhya Pradesh.

4. Dental aspirants will now have to enter the choices and lock their choices of course 

and college for MP DME counselling. The authorities will release the schedule for each 

round of counselling. On the basis of choices filled, availability of seats, fulfilment of 

eligibility and other factors candidates will be allotted seats in MP DME counselling.

5. NRI Admission- The 15% of the seats will be filled under NRI quota, as per the DCI 

norms. Any person can sponsor the stufent for the NRI seat.

6. On the completion of the seat allotment process for MP BDS/MDS counselling  the 

authorities will publish the result of the same in online mode. The seat allotment for 

each round will be published separately.
